PTSA LEGISLATIVE  UPDATE

LOCAL:  In November, the Capistrano Unified Council of PTA’s Legislative Team passed the 
Legislative Agenda for 2007/2008.  This agenda will now become the platform that all local 
school PTA’s and our council PTA will focus on for the year when it comes to advocacy. 
 
STATE:   The California Primary Election will be held on February 5, 2008.  You must be 
registered to vote before January 22, 2008 in order to vote in this election.  Voter registration 
cards can be obtained at the local library.  There are three propositions on the ballot and one 
that relates to education.  After serious study, the State PTA has recently voted NOT to taken a 
position on Prop 92 because PTA authority to take a position is limited to only one of the six 
constitutional and statutory provisions of the initiative. This is the provision to establish sepa-
rate funding guarantees for the K-12 and Community Colleges systems. While it was deter-
mined that PTA position statements, resolutions and previous actions on similar measures re-
late to the initiative, these policy statements gave unclear and sometimes conflicting direction as 
to whether PTA should support or oppose Proposition 92. 
  
Proposition 92:  Community Colleges. Funding. Governance. Fees.  
Initiative Constitutional Amendment and Statute.   
  
More information about this proposition and the others on the ballot can be found in the Easy 
Voter Guide, a non-partisan review that will be available after January 1, 2008.  They will be in 
the front office at school and are free if you are interested. 
 
FEDERAL:  Efforts to revise the No Child Left Behind law shows no signs of gaining the 
momentum needed for reauthorization this year. It appears to have been put on hold until after 
the 2008 Presidential election. Continued discussion about re-authoring the law ranges from 
reducing the federal government's role in education policy to re-thinking the way teacher quality 
is defined and assessed.

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Clement's interactive presentation and slide 
show, Mike Darnold, CUSD Board Member, 
introduced two teen-aged recovering drug 
addicts who told the students about their 
experience with substance abuse issues. The 
gym went silent as SJHHS students heard 
first-hand about the importance of making 
good decisions and asking for help if 
needed. 

If students took away just one important 
message from any of the activities, then Red 
Ribbon Week will have done its job. They 
have heard this message time and time again, 
but it is critical during these high school years 
to reinforce healthy lifestyle choices and 
make sure that students know where to turn 
for help.

November 30th marks the end of the 12 week progress 
reporting period for the fall semester.

Fall semester 
finals will take place on Tuesday, January 29th, Wednesday, 
January 30th, and Thursday, January 31st, 2008.    Final grades 
for the fall semester will be posted to your childõs official 

high school transcript. Please keep in mind, students who do 
not pass a class with a grade of A, B, C, or D, must remediate 
the class during summer school in order to meet requirements 
for graduation. 

The 2008 spring semester begins on Monday, Febru-
ary 4th, 2008.   Students received their Second Semester Course 
Registration Form in their advisement class on Monday, De-
cember 3rd.  The form listed all of their year long classes that 
will continue from fall to spring, with an option for adjusting 
elective choices in necessary.  The Course Registration Forms 
were collected by Advisement teachers on Friday, December 
14, 2007.   If your child has not completed and turned in their 
form, please be sure they turn it into their Advisement teacher 
or Maureen Scherf in the Guidance Office as soon as possible.   
Students will receive their official Spring Semester Schedule in 
their Advisement class on the first day of the semester, Febru-

Capistrano Unified School District (CUSD) is offering 
parents an opportunity to have their children take the Otis-
Lennon School Abilities Test (OLSAT). The OLSAT is used 
by CUSD to identify students for the Accelerated Academic 
Achievement/Gifted and Talented Program (AAA/GATE). 
The OLSAT tests both verbal and nonverbal reasoning. 
CUSD students who score in the 90th percentile in both 
math and reading on their fall CORE tests will be invited to 
take the OLSAT in January 2008 at their school site. Invita-
tions to take the school site OLSAT will be mailed home 
during the month of December 2007. If a parent does not 
receive an invitation to take the OLSAT, he/she may have 
his/her child take the fee-based OLSAT on a designated 
Saturday in February 2008. Students who score at or above 
the 95th percentile on the OLSAT qualify for the AAA/
GATE program in the fall.  

The fee-based OLSAT will be offered on Saturday, Feb-
ruary 9, 2008 at George White Elementary School, in Laguna 
Niguel (Grades 2-8) and on Saturday, February 9, 2008 at 
Capistrano Valley High School, in Mission Viejo (Grades 9-
10). The cost for taking the OLSAT is $65.00.  OLSAT reg-
istration forms will be available in all CUSD school admini-
stration buildings in December.  Parents may also download 
the "Fee-Based AAA/GATE Test Application" from the 
CUSD AAA/GATE Website at www.capousd.org/aaa. 
Checks and registration forms must be postmarked by Janu-
ary 23, 2008 or delivered to the AAA/GATE Office before 
4:30 pm on January 25, 2008, so that the appropriate number 
of tests can be ordered. No late registrations will be ac-
cepted.   

Please Note: Kindergarten, first grade students, and 
students who have taken the OLSAT/NNAT in January 
2008 at their school site are not eligible to take the Fee-Based 
OLSAT in February.

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 During the past few months, I have had 
the opportunity to meet many wonderful families 
who are simply frustrated with their teenagers.  
“He says he doesn’t have any homework”, or 
“She’s on the internet all night long”, or “I have 
to tell my kids to do something five times before 
it gets done!”  These are just a few of the con-
cerns parents are facing.  How does a parent 
motivate a teenager? 
Choose your battles.  

 Is everything worth fighting over? Some-
times there are small situations that can be 
resolved with calm yet direct feedback.  This 
alone will lessen the number of times you 
argue or scream over the phone bills, cur-
fews friends, grades, and music! 

Catch your child doing something GOOD!  
 Everyone likes positive feedback.  While 
your teen may no longer seek out your time 
and attention, your approval is important to 
them whether they act like it or not.  

Nurture the shift from dependence to  
independence.  

 Although fearful of poor judgment and 
mistakes, it is important to place more deci-
sion-making responsibilities on children.  If 
we do not do this, how do we expect chil-
dren to realize what a good decision is?   

Control vs. Advice.  Which one is best?   
There is one thing we know: parents, al-
though it is their hope, cannot control the 
amount of effort their teens put into school, 
the friends they have chosen, or their inter-
ests.  The more controlling the parent, the 
more rebellious the child.  Try offering ad-
vice as an option and let your child make 
the decision.   

Stop talking and start listening.   
When arguing takes place, listening usually 
doesn’t occur on either side, and emotions 
take over.  Listening is a way of communi-
cating respect.  Lecturing implies a lack of 
knowledge.   

Create a contract.   
Discuss the behavior you would like to see 
changed and establish goals for them.  Ini-
tially start with daily or weekly goals (ex: $ 
for the weekend, time with friends, shop-
ping with mom), then move to monthly or 
quarterly goals.  Make a year-end goal (ex: 
vacation, car, theme park trip) and see if it 
gets achieved!
